A learner who intends to submit the extended assessment for a second attempt will be required to make
a new submission of the alternative assessment task

Placement requirements

Learners will be required to attend placement in a real work environment to support their learning. The
minimum required number of placement hours are:

e Certificate: 75 hours

o Extended Diploma: 175 hours (includes the 75 hours completed during the Certificate)

Placement in a real work environment is a mandatory element of the Certificate and Extended Diploma.
Higher Education Institutions may have their own entry requirements.

Progression opportunities

Award: Learners will be able to progress to the Technical Level 3 Certificate in Health and Social Care
and then to the Technical Level 3 Extended Diploma in Health and Social Care.

Certificate: Learners will be able to progress to the Technical Level 3 Extended Diploma in Health and
Social Care. The Certificate supports learners’ access to Higher Education and progression into a wide
range of job roles within the health and social care sector. The Certificate also supports progression to
further learning in related subject areas at Level 4 and above.

Extended Diploma: Achievement of the Extended Diploma supports learners’ access to Higher
