LEGACY

NCFE CACHE Level 2 Award in Support Work in Schools (500/9964/4)
This qualification is an introduction to working in primary, secondary or special schools. It covers the many 
varied roles that full- and part-time support staff may fulfil including administrative roles, site support roles, 
technical roles and volunteers, as well as those roles that work directly with children and young people in the 
school environment. It does not cover college settings.

NEW 

NCFE CACHE Level 2 Award in Support Work in Schools and Colleges (603/2478/8)
This qualification is part of our pioneering new suite of Supporting Teaching and Learning qualifications, 
developed in 2018, and is an introduction to the knowledge and understanding needed to work in a school 
or college environment. It applies to the many varied roles that full and part-time support staff may fulfil 
including: administrative roles, site support roles, technical roles and volunteers, as well as roles that work 
directly with children and young people in the learning environment.

This qualification is a mandatory part of the Intermediate Apprenticeship Framework for Supporting 
Teaching and Learning. Learners taking the qualification as part of the Apprenticeship Framework should 
register on this qualification.

NCFE CACHE Level 3 Diploma in Specialist Support for Teaching and Learning  
in Schools (501/0476/7)
This qualification is a mandatory part of the Advanced Apprenticeship Framework for Supporting Teaching 
and Learning. Learners taking the qualification as part of an Apprenticeship Framework should register on 
this qualification. This qualification has optional units that learners can choose from to suit a specific role or 
area of interest.

NCFE CACHE Level 3 Award (603/2495/8) Certificate (603/2498/3) and  
Diploma (603/2496/X) in Supporting Teaching and Learning
Our new Diploma is mapped to the new Apprenticeship Standard for Teaching Assistants. We’ve created a 
mapping document which is published on our website, to show how the new Level 3 Diploma aligns to the 
knowledge, skills and behaviors included in the new Standard.
